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One Thing Is Needful

Have you ever asked your self what
istruly essential to life? No doubt
most would say food or water. Some
perhaps might think of health or
safety. But what did Jesus Christ
have to say on the subject?

Matthew 4:4b

. It iswritten, Man shall not
live by bread alone, but by every
word that proceedeth out of the
mouth of God.

This was in response to the devil
tempting him to question his
identity through manipulation of
man’s God-given motivation
toward self-preservation. Consider
the situation:

Matthew 4:1-4
And Jesus being full of the Holy
Ghost returned from Jordan,
and was led by the Spirit into
the wilder ness,

Being forty daystempted of the
devil. And in those days he did
eat nothing: and when they were
ended, he afterward hungered.

And the devil said unto him, If
thou be the Son of God,
command this stone that it be
made bread.

And Jesus answered him,
saying, It iswritten, That man
shall not live by bread alone, but
by every word of God.

Certainly food depravation over a
40 day period would not only make
one hungry but would alsothreaten
health and well-being. In such a
state it would be easy to question
your purposes and do whatever it
would take to acquir e sustenance.

Self-preservation and recognition
arevery strong motivator swhich a
fast of such duration could only
intensify.

How marvelousthat the L ord Jesus
was able not only to maintain his
pur pose and direction, but alsothe
proper (and only acceptable)
attitudetoward God and HisWord.
Obviously the importance of “It is
written” was paramount in hislife.
Ought it not to bein ours?

He garnered the response he gave
the devil that day from an account
recorded in Deuter onomy.

Deuteronomy 8:1-3

All the commandmentswhich |
command theethisday shall ye
observe to do, that ye may live,
and multiply, and go in and
possess the land which the
L ORD swar euntoyour fathers.

And thou shalt remember all
the way which the LORD thy
God led thee these forty years
in the wilderness, to humble
thee, andto provethee, toknow
what was in thine heart,
whether thou wouldest keep his
commandments, or no.

And he humbled thee, and
suffered theeto hunger, and fed
thee with manna, which thou
knewest not, neither did thy
fathers know; that he might
make thee know that man doth
not live by bread only, but by
every word that proceedeth out
of the mouth of the LORD doth
man live.

God provided manna (literally
bread from heaven) for the
children of Israel toeat. However,
Heput stipulationsasto how much
they weretogather each day. This
Hedid so asto teach them to trust
His Word. Thus, the daily
collection of manna proved to be
an exercise in learning. In this
they wer e expected tolearn that it
is more important to trust God
than attend to daily nourishment.
Incredible? Yes, but truenonethe
less.
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Exodus 16:14-19;22,23

And when the dew that lay was
goneup, behold, upon theface of
the wilder ness there lay a small
round thing, assmall asthe hoar
frost on the ground.

And when the children of |srael
saw it, they said one to ancther,
It is manna: for they wist not
what it was. And Moses said
unto them, This is the bread
which the LORD hath given you
to eat.

This is the thing which the
LORD hath commanded,
Gather of it every man
according to his eating, an omer
for every man, according to the
number of your persons; takeye
every man for themwhich arein
histents.

And the children of Israel did
so, and gathered, some more,
some less.

And when they did mete it with
an omer, he that gathered much
had nothing over, and he that
gathered little had nolack; they
gathered every man according
to his eating.

And Moses said, Let no man
leave of it till the mor ning.

Simply put, they were only to take
what they needed for the day
consideration for the sabbath
notwithstanding.

Verses 22,23

And it came to pass, that on the
sixth day they gathered twice as
much bread, two omers for one
man: and all the rulers of the

congregation came and told
M oses.

And he said unto them, Thisis
that which the LORD hath said,
Tomorrow istherest of the holy
sabbath unto the LORD: bake
that which ye will bake to day,
and seethe that ye will seethe;
and that which remaineth over
lay up for you to be kept until
the mor ning.

The purpose of having them do
this: “. .. that he might make thee
know that man doth not live by
bread only, but by every word that
proceedeth out of the mouth of the
LORD doth man live.”

Some, however, did not do as
commanded and so the "excess’
manna became wormy and stank.
They had a hard time seeing the
Wor d asmoreimpor tant than their
desireto be fed.

Of course we all can see the
importance of daily sustenance.
Without physical food tonourish us
wewould quickly becomeweak and
sickly. And if deprived long
enough, die. Nevertheless, the
lesson hereisthat theWord of God
isfar more vital to our well being
even than our necessary food.

Even amid his torment Job
acknowledged this.

Job 23:12

Neither have I gone back from
the commandment of hislips; |
have esteemed the words of his
mouth more than my necessary
food.
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Much like the lsraelites, we all
confuse life’spriorities at times.

Luke 10:38-ff

Now it came to pass, as they
went, that he entered into a
certain village: and a certain
woman named M arthar eceived
him into her house.

And she had a sister called
Mary, which also sat at Jesus
feet, and heard hisword.

But Martha was cumbered
[perispao = overly occupied]
about much serving, and came
to him, and said, Lord, dost
thou not care that my sister
hath left me to serve alone? bid
her ther efore that she help me.

And Jesus answered and said
untoher,Martha, Martha, thou
art careful and troubled about
many things:

But one thing is needful: and
Mary hath chosen that good
part, which shall not be taken
away from her.

Priorities, priorities, priorities! It
seemsM arthahad misplaced hers.

The Greek word perispao
translated cumbered, is a
compound word literally meaning
drawn away or distracted.

Remarkably, shewasdistracted by
serving! Few of usfall prey tothat
kind of distraction. Oh that it were
true! If this was the main reason
for Christiansbeing distracted, we
could reasonably justify and
rectify such situations.
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Luke 10:38-ff

As they pursued their journey
He came to a certain village,
where a woman named Martha
welcomed Him to her house.

She had a sister called Mary,
who seated herself at theLord’s
feet and listened toHisteaching.

Martha meanwhile was busy
and distracted in waiting at
table, and she came and said,
"Master, do you not care that
my sister isleaving me to do all
the waiting? Tell her to assist
me."

"Martha, Martha," replied
Jesus, "you are anxious and
worried about a multitude of
things,

and yet only one thingisreally
necessary. Mary has chosen the
good portion and she shall not
be deprived of it."

[1912 Weymouth NT Trandation]

Mary seated herself at the Lord’'s
feet, listening to his teaching.
Martha on the other hand, was
drawn away and distracted from
the greatness of God’s Word.

Martha was anxious while Mary
was blessed! Martha's portion
could be taken from her but not
Mary’s. Once you have the Word,
noone can takeit fromyou. Tolose
it you have to willingly give it up.
Thiscannot be said about anything
else.

Matthew 6:19-21

Lay not up for yourselves
treasures upon earth, where
moth and rust doth corrupt, and

where thieves break through
and steal:

But lay up for yourselves
treasures in heaven, where
neither moth nor rust doth
corrupt, and where thieves do
not break through nor steal:

For where your treasure is,
there will your heart be also.

Themost needful thingwecan dois
“lay up” the treasure of God’'s
Word placing it deep within our
hearts.

Mark 8:31-36

And he began to teach them,
that the Son of man must suffer
many things, and be rejected of
the elders, and of the chief
priests, and scribes, and be
killed, and after three daysrise
again.

And he gpake that saying
openly. And Peter took him, and
began to rebuke him.

But when he had turned about
and looked on his disciples, he
rebuked Peter, saying, Get thee
behind me, Satan: for thou
savour est not the things that be
of God, but the thingsthat be of
men.

And when he had called the
people unto him with his
disciplesalso, he said untothem,
Whosoever will come after me,
let him deny himself, and take
up hiscross, and follow me.

For whosoever will save hislife
shall loseit; but whosoever shall
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lose hislifefor my sake and the
gospel’s, the same shall save it.
For what shall it profit a man,
if heshall gain thewholeworld,
and lose his own soul?

Truthis, you cannot take“it” with
you -- whatever “it” is.

| Timothy 6:6-12
But godlinesswith contentment
isgreat gain.

For we brought nothing into
thisworld, and it is certain we
can carry nothing out.

And having food and raiment
let us be therewith content.

But they that will be rich fall
into temptation and a snare,
and into many foolish and
hurtful lusts, which drown men
in destruction and perdition.

For the love of money is the
root of all evil: which while
some coveted after, they have
erred from the faith, and
pierced themselves through
with many sorrows.

But thou, O man of God, flee
these things, and follow after
righteousness, godliness, faith,
love, patience, meekness.

Fight the good fight of faith, lay
hold on eternal life, whereunto
thou art also called, and hast
professed a good profession
befor e many witnesses.

Even without this magnificent
passage, life will teach us these
truths. But we do have the
aforementioned. Consequently the
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aftermath of such behavior
becomesevidently foolish toignore.

Colossians 3:1-4

If ye then be risen with Christ,
seek those things which are
above, where Christ sitteth on
the right hand of God.

Set your affection on things
above, not on things on the
earth.

For yearedead, and your lifeis
hid with Christ in God.

When Christ, who is our life,
shall appear, then shall ye also
appear with himin glory.

Thisthen begs the question:

What do we seek in life? What is
our aim or end goal? For a
Christian these questionsshould be
rhetorical. And if so, we needs be
circumspect soasnot to blunt life's
greatest priorities.

| Peter 1:3-16

Blessed be the God and Father
of our Lord Jesus Christ, which
accor dingtohisabundant mercy
hath begotten us again unto a
lively hope by the resurrection
of Jesus Christ from the dead,

Toaninheritanceincorruptible,
and undefiled, and that fadeth
not away, r eser ved in heaven for
you,

Who are kept by the power of
Godthrough faith untosalvation
ready to be revealed in the last
time.

Wherein ye greatly rejoice,
though now for a season, if need

be, ye are in heaviness through
manifold temptations:

That the trial of your faith,
being much more precious than
of gold that perisheth, though it
be tried with fire, might be
found unto praise and honour
and glory at the appearing of
Jesus Christ:

Whom having not seen, ye love;
in whom, though now ye see him
not, yet believing, ye rejoice
with joy unspeakable and full of
glory:

Receiving the end of your faith,
even the salvation of your souls
[psuche = breath life, physical
life].

Of which salvation the prophets
have enquired and searched
diligently, whoprophesied of the
grace that should come unto
you:

Searching what, or what
manner of time the Spirit of
Christ which was in them did
signify, when it testified
beforehand the sufferings of
Chrigt, and theglory that should
follow.

Untowhom it wasr evealed, that
not unto themselves, but unto us
they did minister the things,
which are now reported unto
you by them that have preached
the gospel unto you with the
Holy Ghost sent down from
heaven; which thingsthe angels
desiretolook into.

The Old Testament prophets knew
of these wonder ful truths. But they
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also knew that these things would
comeinto fruition for usnot them.

Verses 13-16

Wherefore gird up the loins of
your mind, be sober, and hope
to the end for the grace that is
to be brought unto you at the
revelation of Jesus Christ;

As obedient children, not
fashioningyour selvesaccor ding
to the former lusts in your
ignor ance:

But ashewhich hath called you
is holy, so be ye haly in all
manner of conver sation;

Because it is written, Be ye
holy; for 1 am holy.

It iswritten isthe onethingthat is
really necessary. Man can not live
by bread alone, but and if he does,
what kind of life will he beliving?

We've reason for girding up the
“loing’ of our minds. We have the
hope of Christ’s Return! What
better reason to remain focused?
Why live for today when you can
live for eternity?

Psalms 27:1-6

The LORD ismy light and my
salvation; whom shall | fear?
the LORD isthe strength of my
life; of whom shall | be afraid?

When the wicked, even mine
enemies and my foes, came
upon me to eat up my flesh,
they stumbled and fell.

Though an host should encamp
against me, my heart shall not
fear: though war should rise
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againg me, inthiswill | beconfident.

One thing have | desired of the
LORD, that will | seek after;
that I may dwell in the house of
the LORD all the days of my
life, to behold the beauty of the
LORD, and to enquire in his
temple.

For in the time of trouble he
shall hide mein his pavilion: in
the secr et of histaber nacle shall
he hide me; he shall set me up
upon a rock.

And now shall mine head be
lifted up above mine enemies
round about me: thereforewill |
offer in histaber nacle sacrifices
of joy; | will sing, yea, | will sing
praisesuntothe LORD.

The choice is ours to make. Shall
the Word of God be central in our
lives, or something else?

Psalms 119:30, 111, 173

| have chosen the way of truth:
thy judgmentshave | laid before
me.

Verse 173:
Let thine hand help me; for |
have chosen thy precepts.

Choose His Word, His Hand will
absolutely help you.

Isaiah 41:13

For | the LORD thy God will
hold thy right hand, saying unto
thee, Fear not; | will help thee.

Romans 8:28

And we know that all things
work together for good to them
that love God, to them who are
the called according to his
pur pose.

What isit tolove God if not to love
and obey HisWord?

1John 5:3

For thisisthe love of God, that
we keep his commandments:
and his commandments ar e not
grievous.

called: and whom he called,
them he also justified: and
whom hejustified, them healso
glorified.

What shall wethen say tothese
things? If God be for us, who
can be against us?

Hethat spared not hisown Son,
but delivered him up for usall,
how shall he not with him also
freely give usall things?

[t’snowonder that when asked by
the disciples, astothe correct way
to pray, Jesus included thisin his
answer and example:
